This past Thursday, August 24, 2017, this Court issued a notice calendaring 

argument in this appeal for October 3, 2017.  The parties to this appeal have been 

engaged in ongoing discussions on how to narrow the scope of their dispute and 

potentially eliminate the need for this interlocutory appeal.

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Based upon the foregoing, the parties respectfully request that the Court 

remove the currently scheduled oral argument from the October 3, 2017 sitting and 

hold the case in abeyance pending further discussions by the parties in an attempt to 

narrow the dispute and potentially eliminate the need for this appeal.
